Ash Wednesday, the seventh Wednesday before Easter Sunday, is the first day of the Season of Lent. Its name comes from the ancient practice of
placing ashes on worshippers’ heads or foreheads as a sign of humility before God. Here, the ashes are the result of burning the Palm Crosses which
were distributed in celebration of Palm Sunday - the start of Holy Week, leading to Easter. The colour(s) used in the sanctuary for most of Lent is
purple, red violet, or dark violet
